That's
why Underwriters Laboratories (UL), a leading
product safety organization, is sharing simple, yet
critical, grilling safety tips that families need to know
and use.

PREPARE FOR SAFETY FIRST
« Keep your grill a safe distance from your house or
any building (if possible).
o Never use a grill in a garage, breezeway, carport,
porch, under an awning or any other surface that
can catch fire.
o Be cautious of overhead obstructions including
tree branches while grilling.
« Keep a fire extinguisher handy when grilling and
know how to properly use it.
o Never use gasoline or kerosene to light a charcoal
fire. Both can cause an explosion.

SAFETY WHILE COOKING
« Never |leave the grill unattended, especially when
young children or pets are nearby.
o Never attempt to restart a fire by adding additional
lighting fluid to an already-lit grill, as this can cause
a flare-up.
« Keep kids, pets and bare hands away from the
grill.
« Use insulated, flame retardant mitts, barbeque
tongs and utensil when grilling.
o Coals get HOT — up to 1,000 degrees Fahrenheit!
Wait until coals have completely cooled before
disposing them.

The National Insurance Crime Bureau
examined vehicle theft data submitted by law
enforcement and determined the vehicle make,
model, and model year most reported stolen in
2010.

For 2010, the most stolen vehicles in the nation
were:

3. 1991 Toyota Camry

4. 1999 Chevrolet Pickup (full size)
5. 1997 Ford F150 Series/Pickup

6. 2004 Dodge Ram

7. 2000 Dodge Caravan

8. 1994 Acura Integra

9. 2002 Ford Explorer

10. 1999 Ford Taurus

The NICB says that certain models of older
cars and trucks are popular with thieves
because of the value of their parts — but
many are not insured against theft.
Whereas newer, more expensive and
insured vehicles are often stolen to be
resold intact with counterfeit wvehicle
identification numbers or shipped out of the
country.

Nationally — and NICB says for the first
time since 2002 — thieves preferred
Domestic makes over foreign brands.
However, the top three positions continue
to be held by Honda and Toyota models, a
trend that has been consistent since 2000.
